The members of the board are elected at the annual homeowners meeting held in September of each year.  Members are elected to two-year terms and are volunteers who serve without compensation.

The association operates under the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (Recorded 9/5/02 as #2002-0104754), the Restated Bylaws of Walden Woods Homeowners Association, Inc. (Recorded 5/24/94 as #94 039 489) and Architectural Design Policies/ Procedures.  Each homeowner should have a copy of these documents.  Contact the Secretary or Treasurer if you should need another set of documents.

The CC & R’s contain detailed information concerning; Architectural Committee, Article V and Use of Properties and Restrictions, Article VI.  The Architectural Committee Manual contains Architectural Design Policies/ Procedures, etc.  Contact the Director at Large if you need a copy of these documents.

Important – If your architectural changes involve an addition or alteration to any exterior items such as, but not limited to, structures, fences, roofing, major landscaping, gazebos, sheds, patio covers, shelters, pavilions, pools, spas, driveways, drainage channels, or other significant alterations to your property, be sure to submit plans and obtain prior approval from the Architectural Committee.  Failure to obtain prior approval may require expensive modifications to conform to the CC &R’s.  When in doubt, please check with the committee or board of directors.  See back of booklet (pgs 24, 25) for more detailed information and an application.

For submittal, review and approval of your project see process described on page 24.
If you have questions concerning Architectural approval call the Director at Large, who acts as chairperson for this committee. 

Homeowner Assessment Fees
The annual fee per lot ($180.00) is due January 1st of each year.  Bills are mailed in November and must be paid no later than January 31st   to avoid a late fee and additional collection costs and fees.   Payments after January 31st are subject to a $10 penalty plus interest from January 1st. Homeowner fees are used to meet the expenses of the Association, including maintenance and safety of the front entrance and common areas.  

Annual Meeting

Notice of the time and place of the annual meeting is mailed to each homeowner in August with a request for proxies from those who may not be able to attend.  A quorum of a majority of the homeowners is required to conduct business.  Please try to be there or send in your signed proxy if you cannot attend.  The August mailing also includes a proposed budget report for the upcoming fiscal year. 

Board Meetings
Board meetings are normally scheduled monthly.  Homeowners are encouraged to attend.  Call one of the directors or check the Walden Woods Web site for time and place.

Burn Permits
Burn Permits are required at all times for any outside burning.  Obtain permits in person at, and direct questions to any South Placer Fire District Station.  For Granite Bay, burn periods are now only on the first 15 days (8:00 am to 5:00 pm) of each month when it is a designated burn day.   Be sure to call (530) 889-6868 (Department of the Forestry) to see if it is a burn day before you burn.  Burning is never allowed in the Common Area

Neighborhood Photos 

We often take pictures of the events in Walden Woods (block parties, Easter egg hunts, annual meetings, common area projects, etc.)   These are now on a password protected location on the web.  The web site maintained for photos of WWHOA events, activities and information is located at: http://waldenwoods.albumpost.com.  To see the complete set of photos, you must log in (upper right corner).  It requires a user name and password.  The user name is “wwhoa” and password is “foothills”. From this site you will be able to:
· See a slide show of the event 

· Request that the web site print and mail you or someone else, such as a family member, a print of the photo (small fee required). 

· There are 3 resolutions for each photo. 

· The thumbnails which you see at the beginning and can help you find the ones you want 
· Click on a thumbnail and you get a medium resolution copy of a photo (good for emailing to friends)  
· Click on the medium resolution photo and you get a full resolution copy of a photo (for printing, editing or your personal album).  Note that the high resolution photos may be several megabytes and should only be viewed if you have broadband internet access or are very, very patient.  If you want to save the photo on your pc, click the right mouse key on the photo as select “Save target as…”.
· Add your comments to any photo.   

Internet Connections

Walden Woods does not currently have DSL available.  The Woodrock section of Walden Woods, and the parts of Walden Woods that boarder Woodrock or Lakeview Hills have broadband cable.  However there are two wireless internet providers available in Walden Woods.  They are Zeta Broadband (formally Fastkat)  at 408-3066 and InfoStations at 888-216-0707.   Also DirectWay and Verizon offer forms of broadband coverage.

Common Area
The Walden Woods community has a Common Area of 27.4 acres for the enjoyment of all homeowners.  This area can be reached from three access points: the gate on Boulder Road, an easement along the driveway at 6401 Vireo Way and an easement across from Mimus Lane. The fire road and footpaths provide over 2 miles of wooded trails.  Maps may be found on the Walden Woods Web Site.

The Common Area is in its natural wooded state except for the trails and dirt firebreak roads.   Motorized vehicles are not permitted in the common area except for maintenance.  

Poison oak grows in several areas - please be careful.  Please advise the Board if you notice trash dumping or any unsafe conditions.  

Much of the work and care that takes place in the Common Area is done by homeowner volunteers. If you would like more information on the Common Area or if you would like to volunteer for Common Area related projects please contact Bill Furnas, Chair of the Common Area Committee at 652-0361.

While every effort will be made by the committee to process your property improvement application expeditiously, and most simple projects can be reviewed in a relatively short time, the committee will have up to 30 days from the date the application is received to complete its review.

Please note that paint chips, samples of construction materials (such as roofing) or brochures about the products being proposed may be requested as part of the completed application.
